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I further extended my work on creating sentiment indexes from the Nikkei newspaper. 1
then implemented VAR analyses to explore whether these sentiment indexes can help
predict stock and real estate prices in the Japanese market. I published and presented
several papers on this topic. Among these, I received the 2017 Best Paper Award from the
Japan Academic Society for Financial Planning.
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
