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The advanced agricultural approach called "precision agriculture" is shifting to a new stage
called "smart agriculture" by incorporating robot technology and information communication
technology. Its development and diffusion are expected to change the way of agriculture. This
study examined the philosophical and ethical meanings of the changes and their impact on
humans and society from the viewpoints of philosophy of technology and environmental

ethics.
