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The purpose of this study is to clarify the culture of seals through the analysis of the
historical background and the roles of documentary officials who stamped seals on the
documents. Specifically, it is to clarify the following points.
1. How the stamp format flowed into the Islamic world?
2. How the seals were used by documentary officials and the credibility was guaranteed?
3. What kind of authority did he try to give by clarifying the materials used for the seals, its
shapes, and what were carved?

4. The processes of forming the seal culture and its function will be clarified by

investigating the seals in the British Museum, the Islamic Museum in Cairo, the Vienna

National Library, and the Paris National Library.

Then, the role of the seals in official documents and court documents will be clarified.
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
