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(#3C) The purpose of this study is to systematize the aspect markers of Taiwanese Hailu Hakka, one of
the Sinitic languages, in terms of its synchronic aspects, based on the results of previous studies, using the
four-layer model of Han aspect in Chen Qianrui's (2008) Han Chinese Typological View, and referring to
examples in other adjacent languages in the vicinity. The research plan is to systematize the aspect system
in its synchronic aspect and to examine the diachronic development of aspect markers. The research plan
was to conduct a more detailed descriptive survey of the aspect of Hakka in Taiwan. However, due to travel
restrictions and a drastic increase in workload caused by the Covid-19 disaster, as well as the need to care
for family members, it became impossible to carry out the survey. Therefore, we conducted our research
using data from previous surveys and literature. The following three points were the main results of the
study. (1) The relationship between the situation aspect and the perfective and durative aspect, and (2) The
process of sharing and grammaticalization of the compensation phase sign "1" (to do again) by the entire
Han Chinese language in the southern region. (2) the compensative aspect marker "i#" (to do again)
employed by the Southern Sinitic languages was grammaticalized from verb, and (3) the short delimitative
marker "a6 106" (— F-f-), which was grammaticalized from "— " (for a while).
