We found that elderly individuals showed a decline in the recognition of emotional facial
expressions. The effect of age was apparent not only compared to a young population but
also relative to older subjects. In addition to the effect of age, emotional status (depressive
tendencies) and cognitive function were also related to the recognition of emotional
expression. It may be important to consider preclinical pathological changes, such as MCI,

in evaluating the effects of age in elderly populations.
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
