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This study examines the lithographic illustrations of the large publication Voyages
pittoresques et romantiques dans l'ancienne France (24 volumes, 1820-1878), published in
France in the first half of the 19th century, and in particular the representation of
architecture and landscape in the north of France : Normandie and Picardie. The importance
of this publication has been pointed out in the history of publishing and illustrated books,
the history of lithography and art, the history of tourism and travel writing, but the whole
of the group of over 3,000 images has yet been captured or analyzed in detail. This research
focuses on images of local townscapes and historical buildings depicted by the new visual
effects technique of lithography, and aims to examine the artistic value of landscape
paintings as works of art, rather than mere illustrations with accompanying explanatory

text, and to place them in an art historical context.
