The purpose of this study was to uncover how Japanese people were involved in the Vietnam
War. At the same time, the aim was also to collect testimonies from individuals who were involved
at the time and to record and preserve them before the memory of the war fades away.

As a result, interviews were conducted with approximately 20 individuals, including Japanese
soldiers who remained in Vietnam, tank landing ship crew members, two battlefield cameramen,
anti-war activists (salaryman walking movement, 10.8 Haneda struggle, BEHEIREN, anti-war
cafe, deserting US soldiers, anti-war female singers who sang in North Vietnam, Camp Drake
and residents who opposed the base), diplomats, four Indochina refugees, the Agent Orange
production controversy, ping-pong diplomacy, and the Kyushu University Phantom crash
incident. To summarize the results of the interview survey, there were four main points: 1) The
Vietnam War was a proxy war of the Cold War; 2) The US military's operations were inhumane
and unethical, using over twice as much ammunition as during World War II, and the use of
Agent Orange continues to cause damage across generations; 3) The total number of casualties
and missing persons was approximately 8 million, and anti-war movements occurred around the
world, leading to the US military being forced to withdraw; and 4) There was a fundamental
clash of ideologies that ignored humanitarian principles.

Currently, writing is ongoing in English, and it is planned to publish a paper within the 2023

academic year. In addition, publication in Japanese is also being planned.
