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The legal systems in Japan, the US and Europe that provide for the deletion of personal data
were reviewed, and whether or not the right to request deletion (the so-called 'right to be
forgotten') is encompassed under the respective legal systems, in particular against search
operators. Then, I summarised the current state of the legal system in Japan and the issues
it faces. I examined the possibility that the protected legal interest of the 'right to be
forgotten' or the right of deletion is not confined to the already established protected legal
interests of defamation and privacy, but may develop into a new area of rights that goes

beyond them.
