In
addition to that, I examined how the qualitative and quantitative definitions of forces
are related to Marx's theory of alienation in modern capitalism. Specifically, my
research focuses on community currencies, and clarifies the relationship between the
"money power" and "capital power" of community currencies and neo-liberal policies.
