(J£32) This study examines nontraditional security challenges—such as terrorism, pandemics, and humanitarian
assistance/disaster relief (HA/DR)—in the framework of international alliances traditionally focused on national
security. Since the end of the Cold War, U.S.-led asymmetric alliances in this region have not only continued to play a
central role in national security but have also expanded to address nontraditional security challenges. This research

nontraditional security issues in the post-Cold War era, this research addresses these theoretical gaps.
