Analysis of the “activation and exclusion” of women during the French Revolution
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(FE30)
During the French Revolution, women became active and engaged in collective action in the public
sphere. Why were women soon excluded from the political sphere? This study analyzes the Women’ s
March on Versailles, the Society of Revolutionary Republican Women, the War in the Vendée , and the
Cult of the Supreme Being, and reveals the factors that continue to hinder women's political

participation even today.
