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(3£32) Thirty years ago, I noted the emergence of people who view pets as family members, and now
more and more people are viewing pets as family members. In order to clarify the actual situation, we
conducted interviews with pet owners, interviews with pet-related industry workers, and a
quantitative questionnaire survey on the Internet.

According to the questionnaire survey, only about 25% of people own pets, but many of those who own
pets have a close relationship with their pets and treat them as family members. In particular, the
results showed that single people and married people with poor marital relationships tended to feel
closer to their pets than to real people.

With the increase in the number of single people and the diversification of marital relationships, it is

thought that the number of people who consider their pets as family members will continue to increase.
