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This study investigates hypersensitivity, with a particular focus on the general population. We
explored the prevalence and underlying characteristics associated with auditory hypersensitivity
among this group. Our findings indicate that the incidence of auditory hypersensitivity varies by type,
and we have identified specific characteristics that may predispose individuals to this condition.
Furthermore, our research suggests that cultural differences may play a role in influencing certain

forms of auditory hypersensitivity.
