(#30) T collected historical materials relating to bookstores and book distribution during the Meiji
period from Niigata City Archives, Hokkaido Prefectural Archives, Hokkaido University Library's
Northern Materials Room, Nara Prefectural Library and Information Center, Kyoto Prefectural Kyoto
Gaku Rekisaikan Museum, and other institutions. In addition, I have endeavored to collect newspaper
originals as book advertisement materials up until the mid-Meiji period, and in order to clarify the state
of the newspaper distribution network and the actual situation of book discount sales, I have entered
relevant articles and endeavored to enrich the existing data. I have also actively collected postcards
exchanged between bookstores and between bookstores and customers.

The progress of collecting and collating the above historical materials has enabled me to determine
with a high degree of accuracy the activities of the bookstore that started the book sales spree, Usagiya
Mochizuki Makoto. I am currently preparing to compile this information into a book and have just

decided on a publisher.
