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July 16t 1880

Having secured previously passageto New York ($2)& a
stateroom in one of the Newport line steamer, (the Newport)
($1) I marched down from Bowdoin St. to the depot of the
Old Colony R. R. For the last time I looked at the State house,
the Common, & the streets of Boston that lay on my way. Af-
ter five year’s sojourn in this proud city of Massachusetts, it
would be but natural that I should feel sad to leave it, perhaps
never to see it again. Certainly I was not in a very buoyant
state of mind yet was not sad, because I could not realize that
such was the case. It seemed as if I was departing on a summer
excursion. Ed, Alexander & Mihara who had accompanied
me to the depot bade me good bye and was gone, & our train
left Boston at 7 p. m. I came to the city in August of 1875 by
the Fall River Line & over the Old Colony railway. Now I
leave it by the same railroad, not indeed for Fall River but
further for Newport, Rh. Is. We reached the last mentioned
place a little after 9 o’clock but did not leave it till 10, there

being more goods to be shipped on the Newport than usual.

July 17 Saturday-
As was our departure from Newport delayed an hour or

longer, so was our arrival at New York. It was 9 : 30 a. m.

when we landed. I proceeded to the wharf of the Anchor
Line (pier20) having hired a boy to carry my valise. But as the
baggage agent would not check it, I proceeded by the elevate
dR. R. to 62 W, 12t St. where I saw. Tei, Hasegawa who had
been back from Germany for a week, Kuhara & Nambu who
came in from Boston by rail yesterday. Hasegawa told me
that in going into a hotel we should first look at the priced
list of bedrooms so as to find one suitable to ourselves & not
to be put in a room that commands too high a price ; that of
the hotels, the best of what are known as the temperance
hotels was preferable ; that we should keep strict watch over
our baggages in railway travels so as to ship & receive them
safely it being best to secure a baggage cart in unioading them
as soon as possible. Having provided ourselves with brandy &
tobacco, Nambu & myself with Hasegawa left for the pier 20
by noon. First we had our trunks labeled for Glasgow & shi-
pped on board. Then we embarked on the Ethiopia. Miss
Cook, Kuhara & Tei also came down to bid us a good-bye,
she bringing a handsome bouquet to Nambu. We inspected our
state-room together & were unanimously satisfied with it. Miss
Cook pronouncing it to be far better that Matsui, Hirai. & Har-
aguchi had. It was no wonder, because the room we were to
occupy are really worth $ 75 but was given us for $ 60 owing

to the lack of the forward rooms which are secured at $ 60.
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A little after 1 p. m. the Ethiopia was slowing moving out of
the dock being towed by a tug boat. Many hats & handkerchi-
efs were waved on the dock as well as on board, so long as the
steamer was within the sight of the dock. The post office, the
Tribune office, the Equitable Insurance office, Trinity church
came prominiently into our view. Never before had I gained a
better idea of the dimensions of New York City. With its envi-
ronments, New York presents an enormous mass of bricks cer-
" tainly. The quality. of the harbor is fine indeed. A broad body
of deep water opens in front of the city. It is completely prot-
ected in front by land from riotous inroads of the outer sea.
Its shape is somewhat that of figure 7 without following the
analogy to the relative lengths of the two sides of the angle.
The city is situated at the one & the outlet of the harbor on
the other. Near the headlands the harbor becomes narrower &
is guarded by a fortress on each side. As we go out we see
on our left the coast of Coney Island famous watering place
with its spacious hotels & further out Manhattan Beach with
its hotel of an enormous dimensions. At 3:35 we passed Sand
Point whence distance we travel over is calculated. About so
far our steamer had been guided by a harbor vzoﬁ. who now
left her in the charge of our captain. I was told that the law

allows him $50 for his pilotage. The City of Berlin of the Ger-

man Line & the Spain of the National Line followed us but.

[N

soon left us far behind, taking a different course from ours as
they were bound for Liverpool. The City of Berlin is a little
larger Ship than the Ethiopia & its tonnage is said to be 5, 491.

Ours is a narrow but long steamer she appeared very small of

course compared with the City of Peking by which I came to

America five years ago. She is officered by the Scotch entire-

ly & they are said to be very fine sailors. Judge Gedney of New
York told me he believed the Ethiopia was the best manned
ship of the line. I had heard a great deal said against her, some
going even so far as to say that she was not seaworthy & ear-
nestly advise me not to take her. But so far as I can learn from
the fellow passengers & can see myself, there seems nothing
particularly bad about her. At the head of the main stairs was
hung a bag of white cotton cloth with a label written “mail.”
N. wanted to send a letter to Kurino & I was going down st-
airs with him when a gentlman with black moustache & beard
stopped me, “Are you from Japan?” was the first question he
asked me. Then having introduced himself as Mr. Barnett, he
commenced to gabble on a religious theme. “We are great
because we are Christians. We believe in the only truth. Your
nation does not come up to the equal standard in civilization
with America or England, because Christianity has not amen-
ded defects in your fundamental morals. . Now I want you to

carry home the idea that Christianity is the only true religion &
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nations are great only because they are Christian.” Well, I got
away from him as soon as he paused for he had not allowed
a moment of intermission in all this talk that was extremely
one-sided & nothing more than a grand assumption. One’s re-
ligious sentiments are decidedly a delicate point to touch yet
those ministers not totally ignorant can never persuade thems-
elves that it is so. Imagine a man meeting a stranger & with-
out a moment’s hesitation or reflection preaching the Darwin-
ian theory of descent or the Newtonian theory of gravitation
to him. Yet, one’s scientfic views are not half so delicate a po-
int as his religion sentiments, not half as grave a subject. At
5 p- m. we sat down to dinner. The bill of fare did not comare
with that on board the City of Peking but rather reminded me
of the table set in a large boarding-house in Boston or New
York. Nanbu did not {eel equal to the occasion & retired wit-
hout eating a mouthful fearing that nothing he might eat wo-
uld settle in his stomach. A youngman from Bostonsaid, “I
don’t blame him.” I noticed he too ate very sparingly. N. ass-
igned for the cause that as he had been sitting up till very late
for the last two nights & had besides been traveling almost
constantly, his body must be fatiqued & therefore he was more
easily affected with sea-sickness. The sea was very smooth nev-
erthless & a cool breeze was very bracing. As usual my appetite

was doubled & I went nearly through the whole of the comp-

aratively short list of dishes. Anything sweet seems repugnant
to the taste of a sea-sick person. I found N. sucking a lemon
of which we had provided ourselves very liberally. He was not
alone however. Several others particularly ladies betook the-
mselves to this relieving fruit. At 8 we suped. N. could eat a
few slices of toasted bread. The sunset was very fine. At night
the moon about 3/4 in size appeared & reflected its pale light
on the water. It was not till past 10 o’clock that it began to be
too cool to be out on the deck without an overgarment. I reti-
red a little after 11. So far I have made 7 acquaintances:

Mr. Orvile Reed of New York a graduate of Yale College in
77 who is going to Constantinople to teach in Robert College
founded by Mr. Robert a New York merchant. Mr. J. C. Reeve
Jr. Dayton, O. ia graduate of Michigan University '80 in Ann
Arboe; Mr. H.E. Holmer of Boston; Mr. David Mould of New
York a graduate of Harvard this year, who is going to Hamb-
urg to study German ; Mr. Geo. W. Millar of Leith, Scotland ;
Rev. James Barnett an English man by birth & a Methodist
minister by faith & Mr. J. A. Cattemole of London, Ontario,

a medical graduate of a Canadian university, who is going to
Edinburgh to finish his education. The bell on the upper deck
was rung five times & the watchman’s cry “All is well” sounded
louder thau ever. When I came out of the smoking room, [

heard six bells & soon after all the lights were put out. Twelve
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hours are divided into three parts & each part is subdivided
into four sections. The bell is rung at the end of every section
i. e, every half an hour. The starting period is 12 noon. which
is zero. Then one bell is rung at 12. 30 p. m. 2 bells means 1 o’
clock so on till 4 p. m. when the calculation is commenced over

again.

July 18% Sunday-

It was a little before 8 a. m. when I got up. I could not disc-
over any water in the room except little fresh water in a small
class decanters, I rang an electric bell to call a boy but nobody
responded to my repeated ringings. I went out to the washst-
and in the bathing-room & was by myself when a boy happened
to come there. He told me that the call bell was out of order &
plenty of water was in a little closet under our wash-stand. He
was right of course. I found a pair of good sized pitchers full of
water. At 8:00, the breakfast was ready. Of the various dishes
I enjoyed oatmeal best of which Scotland is famous. Soon aft-
er the breakfast, a pleasant looking gentlman was observing
me. I smiled at him & he wished me a good morning. When 1
told him that I had been studying law, he said that was his
profession. He is a district Judge of New York & his name
is Fred. Y. Gedney. In the course of our coversation he rema-

rked that there were too many parsons & ministers. He noticed

the minister talking to me yesterday & said he could not und-
erstand why they would be so bioted & narrow-minded as well
as rude in their manners, when they are more or less educated
men. Last time he went over to Scotland, young people had to
form a ring to protect themselves from the rude & annoying
importunities of ministers. He then went on to tell me a stradnge
story that a certain number of men came to an understanding
to set up one of them as a penitant. They selected the worst
of them as the martyr. Well, he pretended to repent & try to
reform himself after listening to a minister’s talk. The divine
took it for granted m<m.H§E=m the pseudo-penitant said was an
honest statement & held a prayer meeting for his benefit.

When the parson asked prayer for the prentender the latter
got up in a drunken condition to make incoherent remarks to
a great surprise & disgust of the former. Never again the out-
witted minister tried to reform any other. A good many sharks
were seen floating near the ship with their double fins above
water. The fins looked exactly us if they were guilded with
gold when the sun shined on them. Seamen feel prejuove when
sharks follow their ship. A large whale was seen off some wa-
ys. Some saw a swordfish also. Mr. Barnet was very anxious
to hold a service & very active in caevassing among the passe-
ngers. He asked an officer if he could preach & was told he

had better wait till he had obtained permission from the cap-
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tain. He then went to the doctor to know if there was to be any
service & was told “Oh! Not very often, because there is a
great deal seasickness as you know.” Still he went on working
& by 11 o’clock I heard the organ @.mm::m & hymns sung. It
became misty about that time but Soon cleared off. By the
noon a placard was hung near the parlor or the Chapel
protempore which is also the music room & the library. It
was a chart showing the courses this line runs eastward &
westward & also the point where we were at 12 noon. We

were nearly off the harbor of Boston. It had also the follo-

wing ;

The calculation was commenced at 3. 35 yesterday. We soon
sat down at our lunch which consists of cold meats & prese-
rves. Most people took to reading & were occasionally diverted
from it by the appearance of more sharks & vessels & ships.
Some offices told stories about a wealthy Scotchman Bayard
who donated the established church of Scotland £. 500, 000

out of the money he had earned from coal mines. He was

nevertheless an ignorant man. Once he wanted his book bound.

Being asked if he wished them to be bound in Moroco, he
said : No ; I dont want any foreign binding but I want you to

bind them all in Scotland. The sunset was very fine again.

The sun looked just like an egg or a glass of specks in shapes,
as it approached the horizon. The Sunday dinner in board
was not adorned with any extra delicacies. At 8 we took
supper, that is the poorest of all the meals. It consists of
bread, butter, jellies, & tea or coffee. The moon light was
glorious. Scotch gentleman informed us that we should take
steam cars at Greenoch to Glasgow—40 minutes ride 35 miles—
the Waverly is about the best of hotels at Glasgow & Edinbu-
rgh & after alighting at the St. Enoch station, Glasgow, the
Waverly would be reached either by a cab at the expense of
2 S. or by a street car at the expense of a penny; that the
“flying Scotchman” leaves Edinburgh at 10 p. m. & arrives at
London at a little past 4 a. m. next morning. In the course of
the day I became acquainted with Mr. Alexander Hutton,
Mr. Samuel F. Tate of New York City, Mr. Gedney, & the
engineer Mr. William Harris, as well as the parson’s little
girl Miss Millie Barnett. It grew so cool towards 11 p. m that
an overcoat was a great comfort. So we took a little brandy

before retiring.

July 19" Monday-
It was bright in the morning but soon began to be foggy.
The captain hoped yesterday that we might escape fog if the

wind blew a little harder. After reading & conversation of
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almost the whole day Sunday the passengers felt the need of
some diversions as well amusing as conducive to the bodily
health. Judge Gedney inaugurated a game called the shuffle-

board. The floor is marked thus:

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Eight pieces of round wooden blocks are shoued on by a long
cue with a semi-circlar end. The cue is held in the right hand
& momentum is given as well by the movement of the left
foot. Four persons play the game two forming a party so that
each person has two blocks to play. One hundred is the limit
& whoever gets it first is the winner. Every one is at liberty
to help his partner & to dislodge the blocks of the other side.
The ring-toss was also played. When rain came we were
obliged to stay in. Some betock themselves to card playing,
others to reading, & still others to a nap. The fog-whistle
kept blowing. At noon the placard contained the following
notice :

Notwithstanding fine mists & occasional rains, the shuffle-

bord players were very active. We saw the sun just as it
touched the horizon. In the evening we relaxed in the smo-
king room where Mr. Millar who is by the way a candy
dealer treated us with candies. Mr. Hutton of Glasgow taught
us a game of cards called “Snip, snap, snorum.” Cards are
dealt out as in the whist, & are assorted by the suits. The
dealer begins by dropping a card saying “Snip.” We will say
five spots of spade. Then whoever has the six of the suit
follows by saying “Snap.” He who has the 7 plays it by
saying “Snorum.” Then the next one says “high cock lanreum
& the fifth jig” & takes all the cards that have been played.
The object of the game is not to get as many cards as possible
but to get rid of cards in hands first. Skill is shown by playing
a card which will subsequently dispose most of one’s cards &
at the same time to keep the lead. Sometimes a card is snip,
snap, snorum, high cock laureum & jig. King of any suit is
always a jig, because no higher card can follow it, When any
one of the party has his cards all out, the game is at an end.
When I went to bed a little after 10 p. m. the whistle kept

blowing still.

July 20** Tuesday-
The fog-whistle was silent, though the sky remained still

cloudy. A pool in which each person put six pence was
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inaugurated yesterday. Every contributor selects one of the
numbers 1, 2, 3, etc which stand respectively for a certain
number of miles the ship will probably sail. The one who
hits upon or come nearest to the actual distance to be notified
at the noon shall have all the money contributed. The same
wager was made today. At the breakfast table Mr. Tate of
New York feasted us with a basket of fruits such as oranges,
apricots, plums, bananas, grapes & peaches which his friends
sent him & he had just discovered. I took part in the shuffle
board, & throwing rope rings on a similar board. At the
noon we saw the following notice :

Also a written advertisment of a concert that was to take
place to—night, with several jocular remarks & a long list of

the players & singers. Judge Gedney gave me a m_rz::m as a

dividend of the pool. Our steamer again commenced to blow

the fog-whistle & occasionally stopped for the fear of colli-
ding with another ship I supposed. The officers are very
careful since the accident which damaged the Anchoria of
this line. A rope line was streched between the forward & the
rear decks to prevent the 2nd class passengers from coming to
the forward. I became acquainted with Mr. John T. Wills of

London. He told me that I can take anyone of there railroads

from Edinburgh to London : the Great Northern, the Midla-
nd, & the Great Western R. R. ; the flying Scotchman runs
on the Great Northern once every day & night ; I would not
be out of my way much by going along any me of the three
rail-roads ; I should go to the baggage master & tell him to
send my baggage to the cloak room. I should make the porter
get a “handsome cab” for me on which I could ride at the
expense of 2s & 2d for my baggage; I should go to some
park like Hyde Park some afternoon to see the fashionables
of the metropolis, also to the Inns of Court & I should make
inquiry & hear arguments in the Privy Council Appeal cases ;
if I go to Oxford take a steamer up or down the Thames if
not both ways & should listen to a musical service in one of
the churches. I should not be able to go through the buildings
unless I have a friend who will take me through, because
everybody will be away till October & that in going down to
Greenwich I should be sure to start before the high tide as
all the ships will be in the docks, & then I can see them come
out of the docks on Bw way home. Half an hour after supper
the announced concert commenced. Many piano solos, recita-
tions, & also singings went on nicely several being encored.
A “temperance address” recited by Mr. Tate was very singu-
lar, containing as many words that end in the shun sound

(~tion, -sion etc) as can be put in an address. One of those
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patent hand organs which make music as a punched paper
passes under the organ was brought out & played conside-

rably.

July 21¢* Wednesday-

As I woke up the fog-whistle was blowing. It was conside-
- rably cooler this morning, the thermometer irdicating heat of
only 62: Since we left New York the mercury has been
constantly descending from the neighborhood of 70°. The
temperature of water was 68° in the first day but came down
to 54° to-day. Another pool was instituted this morning. I
took a long walk on the upper deck after breakfast. It was
very foggy & cold, the overcoat being a great comfort. We
were going over the great bank off the coast of New Found-
land, which is a great codfishing place. The noon notice
showed

I lost my six pence as my number was 271. Persons who have
lung diseases-of whom there are several on board-found it
too cold. Some of them cough a great deal at nights. Those
who have provided themselves with thick underwares were
happy men. The fog cleared off towards the noon. A schooner

was seen off to our right. Rehearsals were going on as

T

another concert was to be given to-morrow night. I betook
myself to Eaton’s Civil Service in Great Britain which I have
been reading occasionally for the last two days. Geo. Millar
showed me a curious photographic picture and a couple of
uncouth poems. A great deal of card playing was going on
after supper. Judge was busily occupied in writing out a
program for tomorrow. He is the spirit that stirs the whole
ship. Besides the officers there are several more Scotchmen as
passengers. The rolling sound of their "r” & their short &
abrupt pronouciation easily distinguish them from the >n,5-
ricans. I can not always understand them, though Hutton has
taught me a little of Scotch dialects. But they are all as
good fellows as they are conceited about their own country.
There is among them an old gentleman Mr. Richard Dearie
who must be somewhere near 70 years of age. He is large &
portly & has a large red, frank face with slight whiskers. He
somewhat reminds one of John Bull. He is always in a hurry
except when he is himself late in coming to breakfast. Most
of the time he is on the deck with an old fashioned overcoat
on, wrapping his broad breast with its lowing wings. EmmOmw
not participate in but enjoys heartily looking at the various
games played. He talks seldom & not long but always to the
point & mostly provoking laughter among the hearers. Mr.

Dearie is looked up by all as sort of a grandfather. Judge
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Gedney whom everybody calls simply “Judge” is a short &
rather stout fellow with dark hair & darker eyes in which
mirth & mischief are always sparkling. One can hardly refrain
from smiling on .Bmmmsm him with a Scotch cap on. It is he
who creates life among us. By this time I have acquainted
myself with nearly all the gentlemen & a few of the ladies.
Nobody Seems to be sick now though the ship rolls more

than she used to.

July 22 Thuesday-

The first sound that greeted my ear was the unwelcome
fog-whistle, I sat down to breakfast half an hour after the
bell but saw a very few at the tables. The passengers do not
rise as early as they used to. As I went on the deck an officer
was telling of a huge iceberg he saw about 4 o’clock this
morning, A man began to shiver owing to a considerable
change of temperature in the atmosphere as well as in the
water, & said “there must be ice 'round here.” Sure enough
an iceberg about 200ft. high (400ft. below water) & as wide
as the ship’s length was seen about 3 Ezmw off to our right.
More rehearsals were going on this morning. I was told also
that we left the Great Bank off the coast of New Foundland
between 12 & 1 last night. The noon notice had

47°58n  45°8w N. 60E. 285
For short while we had a sail up yesterday & probably that
accounts for the increase in miles. All the while the wind has
been against us, being either east or northeast. It has changed
to west but does not help us any. The number of miles calcu-
lated has been only probability for the last three days during
which the sun never showed its face. The log (thus far 12
knots as an average) is the only means by which the calcula-
tion is made. An exact estimate cannot be made without the
sun. The fog has disappeared but it remains still cloudy &
misty occasionally. I. took a long walk with Mr. Wills, the
first English student I have ever met. He elaborately explai-

ned the elementary principles of astoronomy & physics. I was

‘astonished to find him very liberal in his religious views. He

expressed his opinion that in a short time to come science will
reign & then everything will go well. Christian religion has
lived its days & is not fit to our generation. Religion ocught to
be in advance of the average intellect & morality & to
indicate a high standard which people should strive to attain.

But we have none at present. We live in a painful age.

Oxford is by tradition very conservative in politics & religion
& I did not expect such a view from its students. He said men
who hold high positions in as well as professors of the college

are regular church men, & people having opinions like his
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must & do keep still. He recommended to me Draper'’s
Intellectual Development & I Tylor’s Primitive Culture to
him. We walked in this way for full an hour The sea began to
swell a little & a gentleman became sick. It was cool & damp
& anothel gentleman who is consumptive was ordered by the
ship physician to keep in bed. Both of them were to sing in a
quartette tonight & illness compelled the managers to postpone
the concert till tomorrow evening. I took another long walk
with Hutton who is known preminently as the Scotchman,
because he talks of Scotland so highly. He is an Englishman,
however. Mr. Armstrong a Scotch by birth & a citizen of the
United States residing in Leavensworth, Kansas told me that
he came over to America in *57 & surveyed government lands
in the western territories & also the central Pacfic & the
Kansas Pacific roads. Em. is now a cattle raiser. He narrated
how he buys cattle in Texas by tens or hundreds driving a
herd of 1, 500 head of cattle home. He allows 50c per head a
year & hires men at the rate of $15 each per month besides
feeding them. Four men can take care of 2, 000 cattle. Those
two amount to $1, 720 a year. But cattle multiply themselves
rapidly. In three years heifers will become mothers & out of
2,000, 1,500 calves & heifers can be obtained. A certain
percentage must be allowed for loss, it being all the way from

10 to 25 percentum. Further up in the north in Dakota,

Wyoming etc. Toss is very insignficant being only 3%. He
sends his cattle to St. Louis, Chicago, & New York alive by
hundreds yearly. \wrm @H.omﬁ is enormous, he said. A gentle-
man told an amusing story m,co:f mules. They can not
tolerate the sound of bells when they hear it they run
furiously & nobody can stop them. Well, a man was driving
a hundred of them & came to a toll gate. He went on paying
toll for himself & his horse & when he was at the other side
of the gate he rang a bell. Its sound startled his herd & the
whole hundred just rushed through the toll gate & the poor
gatekeeper could do nothing to prevent them from passing
free of the charge. They are very shy animals. They cannot
be persuaded to go into a corn-field but will go ’round it
eating as much corn as they could reach from the outer edge.
Those mule stories wound up our meeting in the smokin-

room.

July 23¢ Friday-

It grew a little warmer. A game of cards called the Napo-
leon was inaugurated by the captain. Five persons generally
participate in it. Five cards are given to each. The one next
to the dealer has the first chance of making the trumps as
well as declaring how many tricks he attempts to take.

Suppose he expects to take three tricks; he calls out “three”.
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Others having a better hand may go higher & call out “four”
for instance. But if no one else can increase the number,
the first one begins by playing a card of the suit he likes to
make the trumps. Whatever card he plays first its suit is the
trump suit. The remaining four all try to prevent him from
taking the expected three tricks. If they succeed in their
attempt he has to pay every one three pence. But when he is
successful, they must give him three pence each. Every dealer
pays the ante of one penny. Suppose nobody has a good hand
& all have passed. Then the next to the dealer has to play for
good or evil. On the other hand, if some one thinks he can
take all the five tricks, he calls out “Napoleon.” If he realizes
his expectation, he takes all that is in the pool or the ante
besides receiving from each of the others 10 d. If he fails, he
has to pay 5 d to every one of the others. While they were
playing the game old Dearie appeared & being apparently
amazed at the scene declared that he must call in “the
minister” by which distinctive appellation our Barnett is
known. He called out aloud “Barnett, Barnett.” One of the
players said “Here is some thing for you, if you keep still.”
Thereupon he turned round beaming with smile & proffered
his hand. That brought down the whole smoking-room. In
the meantime the minister having heard somebody call him

stepped in & seeing piles of pennies on the table, gave a

scornful glance at the party and retired in disgust. That
created an additional mirth among the “bold bad men of the
smoking room.” There was a great deal oof talk about the
prayer meeting held last night by “the minister” & several
other pious men. The gossip of the smoking room had also

y

for its subject “the buttons.” The minister had audacity
enough to ask a young widow to fix buttons to his trowsers.
She refused but her companion an old widow confered the

favor on him. He is a widower by the way & is on a wife

hunting expedition. Since then “the buttons” has become a

joke & on the programs for the concert the widows are put
down as the commitee on buttons. At noon the following was
notified:

It did our hearts good to see the sun from whose benign rays
we had been deprived for the last 4 days. The concert was
begun with a piano solo by Miss McLein, followed by a
recitation by judge Gedney. A song by Miss Walker, another
by Mr. Reed, both of whom were encored. The intermission
was now to take place but our grandfather favored us with a
recitation. His selection was a humorous one contrasting well
with the other recitations, & he rendered it excellently all
from memory. It iww. interesting to see a man 81 years old so

tull of activity & humor & retaining his mental faculties so
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well. Mr. Powell gave us a long recitation of a poem on ship
building & “the minister’s” song “an old armchair” was not
much better. A quartette by Messrs. Tate, Howard, Reed &
the minister was excellent. But the best of all was the
”Skidmore guard” composed of Major Generals Ben. Butler
Sherman, Garfield, Hancock, Sheridan, imitated by the Judge,
Messrs. Cattermole, Holmes, Sinclair, & Hutton. They appe-
ared in uniforms borrowed from the officers & with wooden
rifles & sword made for the occasion by the ship carpenter,
Their tune wsa pitched too high at the beginning & their
voice broke on higher scales. This comic production closed
the entertainment. They played the Napoleon till 11 &

Nambu lost about 2 s. The swell was greater as we went to

bed.

July 24th Saturday-

It was not till after the breakfast bell that I woke up. Reed
came out with his song he sang last night. The minister
followed him with the well-known song “Mary had a little
lamb.” Voices were heard “Shut up,” “give some room for

”

calves.” “call your dogs” etc. Thus the morning was opened
with a bad chamber concert. Engineer Harris tock me down
to the engine room & the fire place. They burn 50 tons of

coal a day. Scantiness of my mechanical knowledge did not

1111

enable me to comprehend much of his explanations. Theere
is an engine small in size, which by expanding steam freezes
the moist air to snow. It is thus that beef or other kinds of
meat is preserved. Harris mvoimm me the snow thus made.

This piece of contrivance saves the space which 5@:5 be
required if ice is put in to preserve meat. A shower passed
over us. Men were talking this morning about sails being up
all the night & predicting hopefully that we would make
something more than 310 miles by the noon. But the notice
disappointed them all.

52°45n 31°44w N. 63E. 288

The second session of the Napoleon club for to-day took
place this afternoon. We have now been on the sea just a
week, but upon nobody time seems to have hung heavily. As
we have come over more than half of our way, however,

many have commenced to calculate, speculate, & hope, when
we shall get to Greenock. Most of us too seem tired of
cramming useful knowledge into their brain by the study of
guide books. How much service the study may do them
depends of course upon the quality of their memory. But one
is greatly mistaken if he thinks of dispensing with his
practical sagacity & discretion in traveling however much he
may be versed in guide books. The purser went round

collecting ‘our tickets, “The minister” of whom everybody
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has something to say & nobody speaks well, was very anxious
to preach tomorrow again telling his brother Rev. Byrnes of
Hartford, Conn., that if the latter was not ready with a
sermon, he would pray himself. But the captain, Archibald
Campbell, asked Mr. Byrnes to preach to-morrow & the
report soon spread abroad was welcomed by all. Everybody
said Barnett would have had a small congeration indeed if he
had preached. The sails have been lup all the day but appare-
ntly have not helped us much. The most probable calculation
seems to be that which fixes Wednesday as the day of our
arrival at Greenock. If tide is in we shall sail up the Clyde to
Glasgow withnessing the ship yards & docks of which there
are a dozen or more, so the captain tells me. Otherwise we
can go by rail reaching Glasgow in about an hour, The Clyde
is not a very clean river all the sewerage of Glasgow being
thrown into it. The Napoleon club held its third session after
supper. 1 have worn woolen underclothes for the last 4 days
& yet felt rather cool when on the deck. The thermometer
has been dancing about 60°. Those who play the shuffle board
were obliged to wear overcoats. The game which has become
largely ministerial, to judge from the characters of the
participants, still holds its interest among some of the passe-

ngers. The moonlight wal splendid.

July 25t Sunday-

The wts shone brightly for the first time since last Sunday.
The sea was calm as a lake. Everybody was joyous & basked
in the sunshine. A service commenced at 10 : 30 a. m. brother
Byrnes preaching. He gave a very good Sermon, so said they
who had attended the service. A steamer was seen off to our
left which was wcvammm to be one of the Allan Line bound
for Quebec, Canada. I looked over Baedeker’s guide to
London. Mr. Wills explained to me where I should find such
%w such things. At the broad square in front of Bank of
England, said he, I would find many women asking their
ways; along the east & south sides of Hide Park live the
aristocrats ; on the walks on the west & the north sides of the
Park children & nurses will be found ; & if I wanted to see
school misses I should walk along a little promenade on the
southern side running to the north ; Regent Street is a street
for ladies shopping ; etc. He knew Taniguchi who he said is
in Etherin. It grew cooler in the afterncon & most people
kept inside reading or sleeping. Those who were out walked
back & forth to get warm. I wrote a letter to Charles Hatch
on the letter papers & envelopes supplied by the purser,
gratis. Many others were writing too. some to their wives,
children, or parents, & others to their sweethearts, I suppose,

as our arrival is approaching. A sailing vessel was discried off
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to our left. The sunset was said to be very fine. I wrote to

Florence.

July 26t» Monday-

It was cool in the morning. A steamer was discovered to
our left, of which only smoke & the top of the smoke stack
could be seen. A flock of sea gulls was following our ship. It
seems they never go off a coast beyond two days distance.
They follow a vessel for 400 or 500 miles & then turn round
& follow back a ship that goes the other way. We tried to
catch the jelly-fish with wooden & canvass buckets. Notwi-
thstanding of an enormous quantity of them that floated by
the ship, a solitary one was the sole reward for our labor. An
intermission of a whole day increased our zeal for games.
The shuffle board, the ring toss, & the Napoleon were played
with renewed rigor & interest. A shower passed over us.

55°5n 15°45w  N. 76E. 304

Tt was also added that we were 464 miles distant from
Tory Island off Ireland the first land we shall see. A light-
house is there. A pool was started wagering ow the time
when the light would first be seen. At the time when we saw
the steamer Nambu found by calculation that the distance to

the horizon was 13/, miles, We had a shower again.

July 27t% Tuesday-

We were passing by Tory Island & its lighthouse when I
went on the deck after brcafast. Thence we proceeded along
the northern coast of Ireland. It is rugged & the ground
looked green reminding one of a popular saying “it is as
green as in Ireland.” As we went on houses most of which
looked like mud huts came into our view. Then better
buildings both solitary & in cluster with roads & farms
appeared. The whole coast is marked with the absence of
trees of which a few indeed could be seen by some houses.
Men eager to see some objects of interest before any one else
did pretended to observe kinds of crops, carts, men in them,
etc. until the climax was reached when somebody said in jest
that he heard horses” whoofs through his glasses. The Bynus
Ayres a new steel steamer of the Allan line was seen near the
horizon in front of us but soon we passed by her. She had,
as the captain said, 400 or 500 heads of cattle loaded at
Montreal or Quebec bound for Glasgow. Next we came to
the celebrated Giant’s Causeway. Near a steep projection we
saw the cave or rather the entrance to it. The scene about it
was extremely picturesque. The light shade of green marked
grassland which was followed by a deep green of cultivated
land sown with probably potato crop, while barren tracts

of land presented reddish brown. Houses with its white walls
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gave a well contrasted color. The rock formation again was
very pretty. On the back ground of soft brown, reddish &
white or yellowish came in a good relief. When we had
passed by Fair Head & Rathlin Island opposite, we left Old
Ireland behind us. We also passed by Moville a harbor on the
Irish coast, where we signaled by flags the names of the line
& the ship. Men on the shore catching the signal telegraph
to Liverpool of our arrival & a sinilar dispatch is sent from
Liverpool to New York. It was about 10 a. m. & the captain
thought the dispatch will reach New York by 12 n. A good
many vessels were sailing in & out of the harbor & also a
number of fishing boats were plying near the coast. The
fishermen shouted & waived their hats. After we left the Irish
coast behind we looked for the first point of Scotland that
can be seen from the ship viz, Mull (peninsula) of Kintire.
For a while we could not see it as it was hazy, but soon the
white wall of the lighthouse was discried. When we came up
from dinner, we were just passing by it. On the Scotch hills
were seen flocks of sheep grazing on rather scanty grass. On
the Irish coast we saw several stone towers which are said to
have been built for watchtowers when wars were carried on
with Scotland & to have been occupied afterwards by monks
as a part of monasteries. But we saw only one on the Scotch

coast which looked like a ruin of a castle more than a tower.

A Dbetter class of farm houses & churches we observed there.
Trees also grew in more abundance. We passed between Mull
& Sanda & Sheep islands & by the time we came up to Penda
or Pelda Island it grew so misty that we could see no more of
the picturesque shore of Scotland. It is pity that we did not
come in 3 or 4 hours earlier. Everybody was packing up his
trunk again, writing letters to mail them at Greenock thro-
ugh the purser as they go sooner than those mailed at
Glasgow ; & gave what he pleased to the waiter & the
chamber boy. The average seems to be 5 shillings to each of
them. We expect to reach Greenock between 10 & 11 tonight
& leave it by 3 tomorrow morning. Many have taken a
resolution to get up as early in the morning, as ship building
along the Clyde is a scene worth seeing & of which we can

hardly conceive the extent. There was no notice today.

July 28t Wednesday-
It was 4: 30 when I rose. All the night along there was
constant noise (heard) on the deck the seamen walking to &

fro besides the sound of ropes & chains throw down or pulled
up. A great many complained of having had a restless night.
It was raining hard when I went upon the deck. I found
myself at the company’s wharf at Glasgow. Some rose early

enough to see something of the Clyde & its shipbuilding
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industry. They saw the czar’s yacht of which a great deal was
talked about of late. It is !/, as broad as its length & certainly
the most curious vessel that has ever been built anywhere.

Qur captain remarked that he should not at all wonder if she
is tipped over when set afloat ; because the rule is that a ship
should be ten times as long as its breadth. For instance the
Ethiopia is 304ft. long & 34ft. wide. All said in disgust that
Scotland had a fine weather. We were served with breakfast
at 5 o’clock and then waited for the unloading of our trunks.

By and by the custom house officers came round to examine

our baggages, asking if we did not have any tobacoc & spirits.

When answered no, they make no further examination. It

seems those two articles are the only dutiable ones that they

look for in the baggages of travelers from America. The

duty ; however, is very slight. Every man is allowed 1/2 1b
of tobacco, which can be taken in free of duty. But a more
stringent rule prevails as to liquors or any spirituous article
such as Florida water & other perfumeries. We can not take

any of those articles however trifle in quantity without
paying duties on them. It was about 7 a. m. when we got
though the examination. Then we had to wait some time for
a cab. No cabman can come inside of the building & we had
to hire a man ém.ﬁw ropes worn from the right shoulder across

the breast to the left side. Six pence is the usual fee. We rode

PR

to the Queen St. station paying 2s. 6d. (commonly called
2 & 6). If a luggage is light a man can hire a cab at 2s. The
cabman delivered our luggages (2 trunks) at the station or
its baggage room known as “the &omw#ooaz. instructing the
luggage master that they were for Edinburgh. There they
were labeled for Edin. & taken into a luggage car in the
train which we intended to take. We had 3/4 of an hour left
yet. So, I went over to the Post office near by, which is a
telegraph office too. I met Smith & Powell & also Bargen. I
sent a telegram to Masuda at Edinburgh. About 15 minutes
before 8 the ticket office was opened & I bought two 274 class
tickets for Edinburgh at 5s. each. It was an express train &
express trains command higher fares than usual. Our parcels
can be booked at the baggage office where each article is
labeled with a number & the name of the station on it. This
is not absolutely necessary but is a precaution taken against
a case of loss. We started at 8. The cars are of course divided
into compartments each compartment holding 8 or 10 persons.
Its size is about that of a stagecoach. A story is told that
when steamer cars were first run the coaches were put on
wheels with their tops & all. But they soon found out that
nobody could ride on the top very comfortably & so it was
taken off. The result is the present car. Whether this story is

true or not, the resemblance between the two kinds of
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carriages is remarkably the steam car being larger of course.

A comportment of a car is devoted to a smoking class. We
cannot go through a car from one end to the other nor from
one car to another. Passengers car enter from either side of
a car. No bell is attached to the engine but everything is
done by whistlee We went ::.ocmm a long tunnel at the
beginning & came to the country. The country looked cleaner
than that in America & most of the farms are bounded with
hedges instead of fences. Architecture of farm houses was
different from American too. On the whole I liked the farms
& the farmhouses of Scotland far better than those of the
U. S. Nobody calls out the name of a station when we stop
& so as in to every car of the train in America, 30 unless one
is acquainted with the locality well or happens to see a sign
board with the name of the station, one will be in a disagre-
eable & uneasy condition. It rained half the way. After going
through two tunnels more we arrived at the Waverly Station
at Edinburgh. The first thing to be done is to secure a luggage
cart with its man & pointing out our luggages order him to
take them to another train or to the cloak-room if we do not
leave immediately. Ours were taken to the cloak-room & the
luggage master or porter gave us a ticket in exchange of
which the luggages can be taken out at any time afterwards.

If we were to hire a cab we need not do this. But as Cafe

Royal, the hotel we were bound to, was very near, we thus
left them at the cloak-room paying 4d. & proceeded on foot
with our valises & umbrella to the hotel. There was no office
but at the head of stairs, we found a lady clerk we took down
our names on a slate giving each of as a room. In some hotels
different charges are made according to the locality of rooms,
but she told me that all the rooms in this hotel were charged
alike. We preferred to be in the same room though the
charge was the same as if we occupied two separate rooms.
As Masuda did not appear we sent a messenger to his lodging,
who reported that he was not in. So we tock a walk to
Calton Hill where a guide told us that he showed two Japa-
nese gentlemen ’round there yesterday, & that he saw them
at Royal Hotel this morning. We immediatly turned our
steps back & went to the hotel to see who they were, but
found they had been gone. We came back & went into the
dining room where we found Smith & Powell again. We
dined together. They whose business is cattle dealing left for

Kirsan immediately after dinner, where a fair is going on. In

the meantime the trunks we sent for arrived & we changed

our clothings. It was said that out of 365 days of the year, '

about 65 days only are clear & fine in this vicinity. It must be
a very wet region. It now showered & then sun shone, & is

just like what is known as the April weather in America. We

mailed our letters for America & also one for London.
Edinburgh is divided into two parts known as the old &
the new town. A narrow valley which forms the demarcation
of the two is a long pretty garden through the centre of
which a railway runs. Upon a somewhat abrupt bluff stands
the old town. It is essentially a feudal town. The culminating
point of the hill is occupied by a castle that commands & thus
protects the whole of the old section. Beneath it along the
slope extends a not very large but extremely quaint town.
Across the valley the new town stretehes itself with its
handsome houses & clean streets. We ascend the hill & enter
the castle by a draw bridge whose size disappoints one who
has consulted a guide book of the city. A number of soldiers
is seen on our way as part of the castle is used as a barrack.
Before we proceed many steps, we are met with an official
guide who will guide us through for a shilling a piece. I
believe he will tell us many things indeed but the fault we
shall always find with him is in extreme hurry with which he
conducts us through this interesting spot. He told me that
there are seven gates from the drawbridge onwards till we
reach the palace though I failed to recognize more than three
or four. It is not of any importance however whether there
really are seven gates or not. But its size disapointed me

much. With Japanese castles in my mind & having seen no

[RIIES

other, I had supposed that it would be also as extensive as,
if not more so than, is Japanese kins. The area comprised
within its walls seemed less than that of the average Japanese
castle & also the building smaller. Qur interest in it did not
decrease on account of its small dimensions. Here is a room
where Mary Queen of Scotland gave birth to James I of
England with old chairs, bed, pictures, tapestry. Here also
the ancient regalia of Scotland are deposited whose glistering
rays dazzle our eyes. Now we come to view the famous cast
iron gun of an immense size known as “Mans Meg.” It was
an object of terror in its days but is now in a shattered form
exposed to public curiosity. Resting against the wall we take
a general survey of the city. Hardly have I seen a handsomer
city. The castle hill rises rather abruptly on three sides
gradually sloping down from the outmost gate towards the
old town. On the west side directly under the hill lies a long
though not very wide garden to which reference was already
made. It is a narrow valley that mmwmm.ﬁmm the castle hill from
the new town which is also situated on a slight elevation. It
is below the level of the road. Its green grass is made greener
by contrast with flowers of varied hues presenting when
viewed from distance a close resemblance to a handsome
piece of embroidery. Its aesthetic value is little impaired by a

railway running through its center. Beyond it & in parallel
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to it runs a well laid street of stately breadth called Princess
St. It has all the principal hotels as well as stores on it.
Thence stretch your eyes towards the sea. Buildings contru-
cted of sandstone & of varied architectures give a view that
can never be found in an American city with its brick houses
so uniform or monotonous in their style. To the north on
the slope stands the old town with its crooked & narrow
streets, half-shattered houses with massive walls & extremely
dimunitive windows. Its historical associations make it very
interesting. The church where famous John Knox preached
against the established church, the house where Walter Scott
lived, & the School where Sir William Hamilton taught his
philosophy are all in this part of the city besides the Holyrood
Palace where a well-known tragedy took place under the very
eye of Queen Mary. As we go down the slope we see not a
few houses whose walls are built of stone put together in a
massive but somewhat irregular style, & whose windows now
closed are considerably longer than it is wide, though the
dimensions are incomparably smaller than those of the
modern ones. We will also see frequently covered alleys lead
to small courts or yards surrounded by those curious houses
& looked down from those odd windows. There are too shops
of extremely diminutive size with small window and so low

entrance. At those windows are displayed toys, candies,

pictures, & everything else that can possibly be put up. They
must be typical variety shops kept by Jews of which we read
in novels. The approaches to the slope are made by a series
of stairs having several hundreds steps in all & running in so
circuitous a way that a stranger can hardly knowwhere he
will be led. The university building appears sold in its
construction. We enter it through a gate & come to an open
court round which in an almost semi-circular shape are
arranged different rooms from the library, to the gymnasium.
We can go from one end of the building to the other along a
broad corridor not only on the first floor but on the second
too. One cannot help thinking of Sir W» Hamilton when on
the very spot where he expounded his famous philosophy.
The university far excells its kindred institution in America
both in architectual quailty & dimensions. An Englishman a
fellow passenger on board the Ethiopia told me that he was
very much disappointed at the American universities because
they looked to him morelike schools than universities. 1
thought at the time that he might be treading down America
like so many Englishmen. But I now find that he was right.
This is really imposing in its appearance when compared
with the American universities which so far as 1 have seen
consist of detached buildings but deprived of domitories pre-

sent no structure of any importance. This as well as other
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universities in cities does not have domitories connected with
it. I could not see anything of the actual school scene as it
was during the summer vacation. But it was told me that the
professors receive besides their salary which is very low their
remuneration from the fees students pay so that the amount
they receive depends upon the number of pupils they may
have. This is something unknown to American universities.
The Holyrood Palace already mentioned is one used by Queen
Mary. It is chiefly interesting because the famous murder of
Riccio took place. We are shown the very rooms where he
was supping with Queen Mary, the very stairs by which the
conspirators omim up, & the very spot where he was murde-
red. Whether a black stain on the floor is or is not that
Riccio’s blood, we are at liberty to believe or disbelieve.
Decrepio chairs, worm-eaten bedclothes, almost colorless
tapestries are as usual exhibited. When moreover we see
numerous monuments & statues on streets & squares parti-
cularly when we stand beneath the shadows of the Scott,
Burns, & Wellington monuments & statues of Pitt & Peel,
we fully realize the fact that we are in a country other &
older than America. The only fault—a fault that cannot be
casily corrected—I find with the city is its lack of clear atmo-
sphere. You cannot say with literal truth that you had a fine

view of the city. This is caused by the smoke generated by

burning soft coal. By the way Edinburgh is abundantly
supplied with coal and stone that is sand stone. A traveller
will observe numerous nom_.@.:m even coming from Glasgow.
Late on the evening of the 28t Masuda made his unexpected
appearance. Since our arrival we had tried to be either in or
near the hotel only taking a short walk in the morning. We
lounged in the parlor for the whole afterncon thinking he
might come there. But as there was no sign of his appearance
we sent him a letter. Our messenger came back to say that
he was away. Then we concluded that our telegram of this
morning must have found him out and this cleared the doubt
why he would not send some word to us if he could not come
till the morning or tomorrow. We supposed he would return
home this evening to find both our telegram and letter lying
on his desk, & then fly to our hotel. So we remained in the
hotel till near 11 o’clock expecting to see him every moment.
But he did not appear. We then gave up entirely our hope to
see him today. We thought of taking a little walk before
retiring & were just going down when Masuda led by a
servant came up. We were of course agreeably surprised first
of all we enquired why he came in so late. He replied that as
soon as he had received our telegram he took a train to
Glasgow thinking that we meant by Royal Hotel one in

Glasgow. He visited every house known by that name, of

which there were four in that city, only to be disappointed.
Then he telegraphed to his landlady asking if we had not
come to hers. She answered negatively but added that there
was a letter for him brought by a messenger. Then & not till
then he thought the Royal Hotel we meant was one in
Edinburgh. Immediately he took another train back to Edi-
nburgh & had just come from the station. We regretted that
we gave him so much trouble by sending him a rather
misleading telegram which ran like this “Come and see us at
Royal Hotel.” Since the telegram was sent from Glasgow,
Masuda had reason to believe that it was an hotel in that city
though he might have inquired for us first at & great trouble
on his, au Royal Hotel in Edinburgh. A terrible suspence on
our part this was caused by the omission of one word
“Edinburgh” which should have been added to the name of
the hotel. He staid with us that night & next morning we
removed to his room where we remained four days. Masuda
has two rooms, one spacious sitting room & a bed room
adjoining. He takes his meals in the sitting room unlike in
America. A lodging house is, not to be sure, the same
nature as an American boarding house. A lodger generally
has a room & takes meals out. But when he has persuaded
his landlady to give him meals too, the contract is not to give

her so much a week for board but is for him to order & pay

for each meal. He can therefore take three meals a day, or
only two ow none at all just as it suits his convenience. Or he
can order a meal for two or three persons. And every time he
has his meal brought into his room. The freedom with which
he can use the servants is something wonderful to those who
have been used to the American custom. In the latter country
a lodger or a boarder can not have anything done by male or
female servarts except their regular work i. e. bedmaking &
sweeping of his room. They do only what their mistress tells
them to. The lodger or the ,Uomamn_ is not expected to use
them but has to depend upon himself. If he wants a glass of
ice water he has to go down to the dining room himself to
get it. Masuda, on the other hand, has only to get up from
his chair & ring the bell. He can have brought to him not
only those things which the landlady has in her house but
also such as must be bought somewhere else. He orders beer
for instance. If his landlady has it, she may send it. But if not
she sends for it for him. He can call servants anytime within
the reasonable hours of the day. Unexpectd things often
happen to one while travelling. I was looking at the paintings
exhibited at the National Gallery of Edinburgh through
my specks which slight nearsightedness compels me to put
on occasionally. Accidentally my glance fell upon a man

whose feature was familiar to me just enough to make me

think that he was not an entire stranger to me but not so
much as to enable me at once to locate him or recate him or
recall his name. I looked at him again. In another country I
might not have required more than a minute to tell who he
is, but I could not. I looked round him to see if he had any
company with him. I discovered a lady & the moment his
location came back to me like a flash of lightening. Looking
farther I saw another lady & a little apart still another lady
was standing. These two cleared the last speck of doubt in
my mind, although as yet my recollection failed as to their
names. I rushed up to him & greeted him. But he was so taken
by surprise that for a minute or two he simply looked hard
at my face without uttering any word at all. Then one after
another the whole company exclaimed “Why!” If the repeti-
tion of the word can be taken as indicating the degree of
surprise, their surprise must have been great indeed. And if
surprise stands to expectation in an inverse proportion, theirs
might have been even greater, for they had never dreamt of
seeing me on this side of the Atlantic at this season. They
kindly invited me & Nambu to dine with them at Royal
Hotel, & we spent a few hours with them very pleasantly. I
listened to an old fashioned sermon at the St. Giles where

famous Knox used to preach, I believe.

August 224 Monday-

I had already telegraphed to Kawakami four times at least
telling him when he might expect me in London. But owing
partly to the ﬁmwmcmmm.o: of Masuda & partly to a misapprehe-
nsion on our part of Sunday arrangements of trains, our
departure for London was delayed till this morning. We
left for London by a fast express train called the “flying
Scotchman” a little after 10 a. m. fare 44s. 9d. I left Edinbu-
rgh almost with grief for I had really fallen in love with
her. Both her old & new parts had a charm on me though
difference kind & degree. I could not look at those phenomena
with the same frame of mind that I would regard similar
ones in were they in America. If in an American city I had
to go up & down such a series of steps for instance on my
way from one part of it to another, as that which leads to
the old town in Edinburgh, I should be inclined to blame its
inhabitants of their lack of enterprising spirits or neglect of
necessary improvements. In such an old city as this, however,
even the very inconvenience & absurdity did not seem uninte-
resting or out of its place. The interest in such an object is.
its historic association & the help it gives to us in realizing
the past. And recollection & realization of the past has charm

on most men. The clean & handsome appearance of the new

town its streets & buildings is delightful to the eye & I
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appreciated it the more often arriving at London. There are
four or five different ways to London. We can go through
Shefheld, Leeds, & Birmingham, or via Manchester or even
by way of Liverpool. But we preferred the most direct way
or at least the road that would take us the least amount of
time, i. e. the Great Northern railway that passes through
Durham, Newcastle on the Tyne, York, etc. The country
scenes along the road especially as I thought that part of it
which lies in & near Scotland, were extremely picturesque.
The surface is moderately undulating no hills being too
high, no valley too extensive Meadows & pastures with their
carefully mown grass, hills that border upon them with their
vendant slopes & wooded tops, farms with well grown crops,
farms houses with their well-known red tiles, manor houses
of great landowners at some distance from the cottages with
white walls, green Venetians, & crimson curtains, well
trimmed hedges bounding farms & surrounding homesteads
present a picture that can not be easily found elsewhere. They
give one the impression of cleanliness & prosperity which
imply care & industry. I had never thought a hedge would
add so much beauty to a farm. There is a vast difference
between it & the prosaic fences that bound American farm.
There is another marked difference between the English

farming institution & the American. L.ook at any American

farm. One will always notice a building by the side of a
cottage, which is almost twice as large as the dwelling house.

It is called a barn. It is at once a stable & a stonehouse for
hay & grain generally a cattle pen & pigsty as well. The
American farmer considers this huge structure as a necessity
& it is his pride to have as large a one as is possible. The
British farmers seem to dispense with this conspicuous edifice
or at least I could discover no building that resembled the
American barn in any way. As the general rule the human
habitation seemed to be the largest building. But they must
have some building for the same purpose if dissimilar in size,

& I was told that instead each individual owning a stable,

they have a common building in which they keep their horses
& perhaps their cattle & hay. At York we stopped for dinner.
As is well known this is a very old city being once the seat of
Roman goverment of England. To Hrwm day a remnant of the
Roman walls which surrounded the city can be seen. It is also
one of the two archbishopric seats in England & its cathedral
is much visited. Here again I met the people from Covington
Ky. whom I had taken by surprise in Edinburgh. They had
come from a visit to Melrose Abby. I should have missed the
Roman wall had not Miss Breck kindly pointed it out to me.

It stands hard by the station. We arrived to the King’s Cross

station about 8 p. m. when we were met by Kawakami. I was
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extremely glad to see him as it was more than five years since
we parted. We drove together to his lodging house on sta-
nhope St. To the eyes that had seen Edinburgh, London
seemed darksome enough. I was really surprised to find
Kawakami’s rooms so spacious & so neatly & handsomely
furnished as they were. He has a sitting room & a bed
chamber. We sat down to a clean supper it was not till
sometimes afterwards that gas had to be lighted. While in
Edinburgh it was not totally dark till near 10 p. m. & Masuda
told me that a little earlier in the season he would find it still
light after the close of theatres i. e. 11 o’clock in the evening.
I had been told of a long twilight of Great Britain of which
the Americans have no idea. But I had not imagined that it

would be so long.

London Aug, 3rd-

To see London properly there are two things that should
be done I was told. One should ride on the top of omnibus
curtly known as “bus” & go about at random. He should also
go down to Greenwich by some of those small steamers that
ply the waters of the Thames known as “penny steamers”, I
believe. He will thus obtain a very good idea of the vast
extent of the city as well as of its shipping. I did not follow

the first rule fully, for 1 rode down only to London Bridge &

that ride to be sure did not impress me with the immensity of
the metropolis. What gave me the impression was a ride on a
railway to Crystal Palace, whither Messrs. Tomita & Masaki
took all the new arrivals from America. We rode out mile
after mile & still we noticed no break in the continuity of
houses that line the road all the way from the heart of the
city. Yet we saw new houses or rather new blocks of houses
in the course of construction where the continuity ended.

This seems to be the case on all the borders of the city sho-
wing that the metropolis immense as it already is, has still
vitality left to grow. I had imagined that there would be
many a street broader if not straighter & lined with stores or
residences larger & statelier than any 1 had yet seen. I was
mistaken however. The peculiarity of London is not such as
I had supposed but consists in this that in whichever direction,
however far we may go, we shall find streets that will pass
for principal thoroughfares in other cities. No one street is so
crowded with people as to make passing difficult, but where-
ver we may go a sufficient number of people are walking &
riding. We do not see such large stores & shops as line
Broadway of New York for instance. But take Broadway off
New York & will not have another street of a similar
character, left, whereas London, if deprived of its Piccadily,

Fleet Street, & Strand, will not mourn the loss much as
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many another Piccadilly, Strand or Fleet Street will be still
left to her. There are not many institutions strange to those
who have lived in America. Differences between the English
& the American social institutions are mostly in particulars
not in general. Of conveyances for instance there are railways,
omnibuses & tramways. But instead of an elevated railroad
here is an underground railway, Ride in the underground is a
great saving of time indeed, but is a thing to be avoided if
possible. Most of the way is dark, & the cars are apt to be
full of cinders besides being very warm in summer. And if
anybody fancies the smell if of smoke here is the place for
him. The elevated railroad of New York is vastly superior
to this in comfort to the travellers. The tunnel so made as to
run under streets not houses, is all the way walled & suppo-
rted by masonry & the expenses of this construction must be
vastly greater than those required for building an elevated
railway of a similar magnitude. Unlike American cities
London has more omnibus lines than framways. To those
who have been accustomed to jump only a step up to a horse
car, it is an exertion to go up four or five steps to the top of
an omnibus & not without some danger when the bus is
running. The tramcars too have their tops for travellers’
seats. The Londoners must fancy open rides much. 1 always

pittied the conductor of an omnibus because he has to stand

on a small step in its rear & keeps himself there only by
hanging on to a leather strap. Niether the tramcar nor the
bus takes in more persons than the stated number which it
can seat. When the number is filled up, it runs without
stopping & in this respect it is very different from the Ameri-
can omnibuses & horse cars which are literally packed not
unfrequently. In America & England the same thing bears
different names or different objects are known by the same
name. In the terminology relating to conveyance nomencla-
ture & its appendages for instance, several examples occur.
‘What is known as “Depot” in America is called “Station” in
England ; American “railroad” becomes “railway” in Engla-
nd ; what receives the names of “horse railroad” & “horse
car” or “street car” there, bear the names of “tramway” &
“tramcar” here; what the Americans call “baggages” &
“baggage room” are known as “luggages” & “cloak room”
respectively ; whereas “depot” denotes a terminus station in
America & a wareroom or freight store in England, & the
American “conductors” of railway go by the name of “van
guard”. The steam break is not attached to every car but the
operation is performed once for all the cars by the engine to
which I suppose some contrivance is affixed for this purpose.
A man or two therefore put in the van or the foremost

compartment except the engine room will suffice. But this
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system necessitates more men to be placed at intermediate
stations for handling baggages than in America. While spea-
king of different names fixed upon the same thing or the
same names to different articles. I may mention that in
England the word vest means the undershirt while waistcoat
the vest. Again stockings denote hoses, socks are stockings, &
suspenders, braces or bracers, I believe. We also notice “toba-
cconist” on a tobacco dealer’s sign a word odd to me & ill
sounding. Tobacco here found whether native or foreign is
very inferior in quality to that of America.. To be sure
American tobacco is occasionally found but its price is almost
twice as much. More market differences however exist betwe-
en England & America. London is proverbially noted for a
large number of poor sons. No American city or perhaps no
other city in the world has so many charitable institutions
both public & private. Where ever we may direct our eyes,
we can hardly fail to discover one or two. The English
summer is no summer at all compared with the American.
The mercury vacillates between 70° & 75° or 76° rarely
running up to 80°. Besides mornings & evenings are conside-
rably cooler. It is delightful indeed to summer in England or
still better in Scotland, & the summer is the best season that
London & other fog-cursed places have during the whole

year. In winter it is not very unusual to light gas in day time

& fogs were so thick in London last winter that streets lamps
were totally inadequate to light the way hardly being perce-
ptible even from their very feet. People had to guide their
steps feeling walls or fences & it was really &mwm,ﬂdcm to go
out at all as policemen could not be depended upon being
equally blind as anybody else. Imagine that such weather
more or less severe lasts for five or six months in London. A
traveler from America can not help noticing the frequency of
occasions for offering gratuity. For every act done to you
that the doer is under no legal obligation to perform, return
must be made in the shape of money. And not only those
who may but also those who strictly speaking should not be
made to receive, will expect some m.wwﬁc:%. If you ask a
policeman your way, it is said, he will tell you to turn to the
right & then to the left etc. always keeping the palms of his
hands upward ready to receive any money you may be
pleased to give him. This may be an exageration. But if you
go through some govermental buildings such as the mint &

the arsenal, the guide that takes you through expects a

.reward. In many cases gratuities are not allowed to be

voluntary gifts but are in the shape & have the force of
demands. At first we think it a great bother but shall soon
become used to taking it as a matter of course. In house hold

economy too there is one marked difference between America
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& England. There all but the poor eat home made bread
where as hereit seems universal to use baker’s bread. Differing
from America too the commonest means of calling the
inmate’s attention is not bell—ringing but knocking—that sort
of contrivance made of iron which is found only at the door
of an old fashioned farmer’s. It seems a few particular classes
of persons have particular numbers of knocks peculiar to
them respectively. One knock indicates a milks man’s advent ;
two knocks means that the postman is at the door; & then
ordinary visitors knock three times or more. Many a house
has a bell besides although I do not know what occasion it
will be ruug at. By the way the milkman produces a strongest
& inemitable sort of voice the nearest approach to which is
that of the man who goes round streets of Tokio collecting
manure. In this connection I may mention that gas is not so
extensively used in the house as in America. As the general
rule candle alone is used in bed chamber. And that uncomfo-
rtable though alleged to be economical system of heating so
prevalent in America & known as furnace, does not seem to
find favor here. 1 have already called charitable institutions
numerous. But more numerous still are beer shops as many
as apothecaries are in an American city & like them, occu-
pying corner houses. The Americans said that I would find

drunkards almost every where in London because much beer

is so freely drunk there. I noticed some occasionally in decent
quarters of the city but am inclined to think that drunkenness
is not so common as I was given to understand nor is it more
common than in large American cities when we consider the
comparative vastness as well as the motley character of her
population. I have always believed in the proverb “people of
a wine country are generally sober.” Free use of light drinks
is a good means of keeping drunkenness at its ninimum while
a restriction or still more prohibition of it drives people to
stronger stimulants & to excessive use of them too. It was a
novel sight to me woé_mﬁwH to see women in those beer shops,
enjoying glasses as well as men. It was equally now to me to
find women waiting at the bar. I might heard of English
bar-maids but did not know that a majority of bar-tenders
are females. I had ﬂwocmrﬂ that in London we should no
more meet with rude jeers & calumnies or even curious
stares as in American cities, because it is the metropolis not
only of Great Britain but to a large extent of the world &
therefore its people would be too much used to see foreigners
to take any notice of them. But my supposition is nearer an
error than truth. “Chin-chin” say children “bloody Chinese”
cry older but ruder fellows, though we do not hear the unwel-
come abresses half as frequently here as there in America. We

also notice main streets & institutions hearig royal & princely
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names, shops & stores proudly publishing by conspicuous
signs that they supply “her Majesty” with the various articles
they respectively deal in, & boys of aristocratic families
wearing a plug & short jacket to distinguish themselves from
the sons. But we are not surprised to find all this in a mona-
rchy. It is truly astonishng however that with unerring
precision & unswerving regularity the English, even though
tolerably well educated, drop an h where it should be prono-
unced & add it where it ought not to sound. The only
exception to the rule is when they count two pence & half.
They say “tow pence hey penny” never to my knowledge “ey
penny.” We also hear more sirs here in a single day than in
the course of a whole month in America. But perhaps nobody
says more sirs than a shop-keeper. He ends every sentence
possible with a sir. Speakjng of shops, it is surprising to find
linen shirting as dear as, if not dearer than, in America.
How this is possible in the linen manufacturing country
seems difficult to understand. To those who want knowledge
of painting & architecture Europe possesses comparatively
little interest & charm. I am one of those unfortunates &
many places have little or no meaning to me where acco-
mplished persons will find a deal of interest. The most
interesting perhaps was Westminster Abby with its mute

glorious occupants. There is a room in it a part of whose

RS

walls still fainly show the decorations made at the time of
Romans & where too the first parliament sat. But is more
interesting to seek & find the celebrities we know that were
buried there. At every step we see some name which is rich
in associations. The interest of Windsor Castle consists in
serving as a specimen of the kind now inhabited by a sovere-
ign. The celebrated Tower has many historical connections
indeed. The spot whose executions took place & the rooms
where noted prisoners were confined are capable of identifica-
tion. The Tower is in fact a collection of buildings o& motley
styles built at different times, the main part perhaps being the
oldest. The collection of armors bears a visit. If it is tiresome
to go through the whole, we gain some compensation from
the quaintness of our guide’s explanations. The “beef-eater”
is a paragon model of the “am & heggs” sort of people. This
“harmor,” says he, “was worn by King Hedward I. This is
the saddle used by Queen Helizabeth.” & c interpolating now
& then with a very knowing air “A fine piece of workma-
nship.” His attire is quaint too wearing black velvet gown
with plenty of red trimmings & a square-topped cap of the
same material. Here too are deposited the glittering regalia
of England. Crystal Palace is very deceptive in name being
nothing but a hastily built edifice roofed & walled by glass,

nor it is handsome as might be imagined. Hot in summer &
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cold in winter, it lacks comfort. Then it is not a palace at all
but an exhibition building containing things curious as well
as useful. In a part devoted to things Japanese there are a
number of wax figure representing though in a comic style
the various phases of Japanese life. One group is particularly
comical. A short, plump maid, whose cheekbones project
higher than her nose. is in a stooping posture earnestly
blowing fire which heads bathing water bamboo piece, her
rosy cheeks appearing as if to burst. A man in a bathing tub
ignorant of her effort to warm the water notices the heat fast
increasing & becomiug more & more unendurable & is slowly
emerging with his body red as a boiled lobster. A well-
intentioned act does not always produce a beneficial result.
There are shops too all along the building kept by girls of
various ages. There is a good fountain & the garden is kept
tolerably well. The old St. Peter is a large cathedral with a
very high steeple. The National Gallery, the British & the
South Kensinton Museums demanded comparatively little of
my time, the paintings & specimens of Indian industries
somewhat engaged my attention. I regret I could not see the
courts, the parliament in actual working order, bcause the
former had adjourned for vacation & the latter though in
sesston was so difficult to get access to. A letter of an M. P.

alone admits one to the strangers’ gallery, the admittance

being limited to the paticular day mentioned in the letter.
The members of our legation did not seem very willing
to take an outsider to the diplomatic gallery. Okamura’s
kindness, however, enabled me to see one of the curious
corporations known as the Inns of Court. The Middle Temple
of which he is a member is said to have been built of the
timber stripped from the Invincible Armada. It is a large hall
where meetings are held & dinners are taken. The corpora-
tion owning the adjoining grounds erect buildings on them &
let the rooms for lawyer’s offices or “chambers” as they are
technically known in England. As is well known the offices
of attorney & counsellor or barrister are kept separate in
England, whereas ours & the same person perform them in
America. A young American lawyer, who can not expect to
& in general do not, have cases trusted to him, may earn
some means by drawing documents or if fortunately in an
experienced brother’s office, by sharing his trouble & compe-
nsation. But a young English barrister who is given with a
high position in social esteem cannot condescend to earn his
livelihood in the same way as his American brother does. He
must keep himself in “society” & preserve his social rank, He
may write a book or two if he is so gifted, but must spend
ten years at least without exercising his legal knowledge, for

attorneys do not come to consult a barrister unless he is of
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ten years’ st anding or move. A man must therefore be
possessed of some fortune to start with in order to be a
successful barrister. If his means is too short to play the
waiting game long enough, he fails both professionally &
pecuniarily. But the position he is given in society is very
much coveted & old men of means often study law not for
the sake of the profession but of the name of barrister. There
is a curious custom that strongly savors rank from feudal
times. It is not enough that a student should successfully pass
examination in the school connected with the inn or acquire
sufficient legal knowledge under a tutor’s instruction, but
must dine so many times in the hall, where during the court
term the judges & the members of the inn daily sit for a
repast, before he can be “called to the bar” or is permitted to
wear the wig. Not as in America, however, a .moS._mumH can
become a barrister & thereupon practise law every where
under English jurisdiction. But after all legal profession is a
strict monopoly in England. Nobody can be a barrister unless
be taken so many dinners in one of the inns. I saw the empty
parliament. Its House of Lords & House of Commons have
handsomer & more comfortable chairs but are very much
smaller than the American Senate & the House of Represe-
ntatives. There are two ways running under the river called

the Thames subways. I crossed the river by one of them. I

I HO

entered a little wooden structure resembling a pea-nut stand,
descended long winding stairs, & came to the bottom where
two boys sat by a revolving crank & collected the toll. Then
a straight but narrow way arched over, walled & paved &
lighted by numerous jet gas, stretched itself. One can hear
people talk or their foot steps a long ways off. I walked the
whole way feeling drippings once in a while & meeting but
a few people. It may be I went in a wrong hour .ﬁo_mmm people
there but the way did not seem convenient enough to be
much patronized at any time. I took a steamer down to
Greenwich & Woolwich having procured a pass through Mr.
Tomita’s kindness. I did not see many vessels & ships along
the river but the member of wharfs & docks as well as of
warehouses indicated that much shipping is done along the
river. The India dock is the largest in London & there indeed
masts made a respectable forest. I was behind the appointed
hour & could not see the famous observatory but in Woolwi-
ch I was shown with cannons & cannonballs as well musket
shots enough to last through my whole life. I did not see
Hyde Park & its afternoon parade of the aristocrats, but
spent a nice day in the Kiss garden. Regent Park was very
near Kawakami’s & so I often walked in it, once wasting
time & bodily strength in looking at curious animals that

inhabit the zoological garden. I staid over three weeks in
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London but remarkable to say never met with one whole
rainy day. In a wet place like London this must be considered
extremely fortunate. Of my old acquaintances I saw, besides
Kawakami & Ishimatsu with whom 1 lived, Okamura, Nishi-
mura Tei, Sakurai, & Nishikawa. Kawakami & Ishimatsu
having left for Guernsey on Monday previous, I started for

France on Wednesday with Matsui & Hirai.

Aug. 25th Wednesday-

From the Charing Cross station to Folkstone the country,
like the other parts in England, presents many beautiful
landscapes. Then in less than two hours we crossed the
famous English Channel & landed at Boulogne. For the first
time were we in a country whose language we could neither
speak nor understand. The way from Boulogne to Paris may
be characterized as uniformly uninteresting. Leavine London
near 11 a. m. we were in Paris at 7 p. m. or thereabouts. We
were not allowed to depart from the station at once but were
kept there for nearly two hours before we could have our
baggages examined by custom house officers. We entered a
cab one porter had hired for us & Matsui mechanically
repeated to the cabman the name of our hotel. When we
arrived at the hotel, neither Isogaya nor Terao was there

through whom we had expected to arrange for our rooms,

& c. But we managed to get supper & sleep comfortahly.

I must state at the beginning that of noted places of Paris
little or none I saw. Having exerted myself in London, I was
completely tired of sightseeing & my sense of curiosity was
reduced to so low a condition that 1 would not be hired to
start on another exploring expediton. I learned to appreciate
however a great Parisian institution the cafe. Nothing in
America or England can approach the cafe in convenieuce &
in the fee & easy way in which it affords amusement to men
at leisure. It looks like the conbination of a beer hall, ice
cream house, wm:ma room & a students’ room. Here one can
drink coffee, lemonade, beer & liquorish drinks, eat ice cream
have a light meal prepared, play billiard, checkers, chess, &
various games of cards, talk with friends, read newspaper,
write letters, or even ponder over more soled books. Hours &
hours indeed I spent in cafe or another without even being
tired of it. The Parisians eat only twice a day ; they breakfast
at 11 in the morning & dine at 5 in the afternoon. I had
thought it would be very hard for me. But from the second
day I fully lived the Parisian life without difficulty, sleeping
after 12 at night & rising after 10 in the morning. In Paris it
is almost a matter of impossibility to go to bed before the

midnight & hence it is improbable that one should be disposed

to get out of bed before ten o’clock. One thing however strike
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even a casual observer, 1. e. that Paris is small indeed compa-
red with London but abounds in wide & beautiful avenues. A
few times I walked in the garden of Luxemberg & along the
principal boulevards. Once I visited Trocadero & then cli-
mbed the famous Arc de Triomphe. One evening I drove to
Bois de Boulogne. The Pantheon, the Notre Dame, the Hotel
des Invalids, the Opera, the Louvre, I never entered. I went
to Versailles that was the Political capital till very recently &
saw the Palace & its famous garden. Of my old acquaintances
I saw Fourouiti, Okino, Yamaguchi, Kuridzuka, Kinoshita, &

Ishimoto,

September 224 Thursday-

I left the Gar de Lyon at 8: 30 a. m. with Nishimura
Akira, Hirai, & Haraguchi & riding through the wine region
arrived at Lyon late in the afternoon.
