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(3&30) This study aims to comprehend early modern Japanese cultural condition and its
transition by researching the events, the production, the distribution, the reception about book
culture in early modern and modern Japan. For the production, the author collected and
arganized documents regarding the publishers and book craftsman. For the distribution, in
order to comprehend book distributer’ s information, the author collected books that contain
the information about the correspondence between buyers and sellers. Then the author
accumulated book seller’ s data. Furthermore, the author collected the data about purchasing
seal. For the condition in modern Japan, the author collected newspapers and their advertising,
postcards related to book traders, and organized their data. For the reception, the author
collected documents and literature, such as a diary, which contains book purchasing records.
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
