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I went to this research as a part of Su Shi's literary J; apanese acceptance
study in North Sung.

Isn't Su Shi one of the person who has followed in the Chinese literati for
most Japanese? Several records by which gathering which will deify Su Shi
by the people who admired Su Shi and celebrate a birthday was performed
are left in posterity and the day when Su Shi was born.

Uzan-Nagao and Tomioka tetsusai are famous as the person who admired Su
Shi in Meiji and the Taisyo period. It's Mukoyama-Koson that the name often

appears as the literati's Japanese master who went on Jusokai.

I talked on Mukoyama-Koson of possession "keisoshuu". It was found that
there is "keisoshuu" newly from Komura related material of Koyama family
possession recently, so the thing was gathered in theory in the center.
