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The purpose of this study was to characterize Flannery O’Connor’s literary works in terms of
race, gender and religion in the American South. I conducted research on her manuscripts and
letters at Stuart A. Rose Manuscript, Archives, and Rare Book Library at Emory University.
As a result of the research, I presented a paper at the annual meeting of Flannery O’Connor
Society of Japan in March 2017.
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
