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This study investigated the influence of top-down L1 information on L2 segmental
perception, by looking at the perception of English phonemes in noise by Japanese learners
of English, using clear speech (obtained from LUCID database) as stimuli in perceptual
experiments. The resulis presented in Interspeech demonstrated that, when presented in

noise, the strong effect of Japanese /b/ on the perception of English /b/ is observed. A
