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Sentaku Eigo: Making an informed decision
(For International Business Law Students)

What sentaku eigo aims to do

Sentaku eigo will help students to develop their ability to learn about international
issues in English through research, discussion and presentation, as well as to
develop the ability to switch fluently between English and Japanese. The course will
also help prepare students for different kinds of senmon-related courses that have an
international dimension (such as the “Kokusai Internship” course or “Sydney Active
Learning” course), as well as for studying abroad in their third year. Thus, taking this
course will be beneficial for students who want later to study overseas as part of their
undergraduate studies, work in international and multilingual organisations where
English, Japanese and other languages are used, and/or go to English-medium
graduate school.

Foreign lanquage study and sentaku eigo

All International Business and Law ([E|FE{3£B96% 1458 students have three
English classes and two or three classes in an elective foreign language a week in
the first and second years, unless they take sentaku eigo. Sentaku eigo students
have two extra classes of English a week instead of taking an elective foreign
language. If you take sentaku eigo and wish to learn an elective foreign language,
you must study it by your own initiative outside the curriculum.

Deciding to take sentaku eigo

If you decide to register for sentaku eigo and you are placed in that class, you cannot
change your decision later. Students who take sentaku eigo must take the course for
two years. If a student fails any semester course, they must retake the same sentaku
eigo semester course until they pass it.

What you need to do to be successful in sentaku eigo

Your performance is mostly evaluated according to your preparation, attendance,
active participation, and your achievement. You need to do substantial out-of-class
preparation each week to be successful in sentaku eigo, so you need to be strongly
motivated if you decide to take this course.

Making an informed decision

If you are interested in studying abroad, either as an undergraduate or graduate
student, and/or working in an international environment or organization in the future,
sentaku eigo can help you develop your ability to use English and Japanese in
parallel and to switch quickly between either language.

However, remember that most international organisations require knowledge and use
of both English and a second foreign language. If your English is already advanced,
consider whether you need to take more English classes or whether you should take
an additional foreign language, Chinese, French or German.

Whether you decide to take an elective foreign language or take sentaku eigo, either
choice will be a challenge for you. Successful foreign language development always
requires time, effort and motivation.
