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Global Studies AY 2025

1. Guidelines for Global Studies
1) Aims and Structure of Global Studies (*hereinafter GS)
This course was established to develop skills such as self-management, intercultural adaptability, and
problem-solving, as well as to cultivate employability skills to adapt to global platforms, by focusing
on language training through the classes at Chuo University during the spring semester and the
training in an overseas institution for approximately 3 weeks during the summer vacation.
Spring semester classes are positioned as lectures to acquire knowledge and comprehensive
fundamental skills to participate in the training during the summer vacation. 4 credits will be awarded
to students who attend the classes during the spring semester and the training offered by an overseas
institution during summer vacation.
* «Students enrolled in AY2023 and after» Elective (optional) course
* «Students enrolled in AY2022 and before» Compulsory course
As GS course is compulsory for students enrolled in AY2022 and before, the course
completion is required for graduation. Students are advised to carefully consider their graduation
schedule before the course completion.
Additionally, as you move up the grade level, your long-term study abroad program, job hunting
or internships may overlap, so it is recommended to complete the course early enough.
* [Students graduating in September (including early-graduation]
Students can only participate in the programs that end in August due to their graduation date.

2) Application Requirements and Compliance
You must pledge to understand and comply with the following items and the items stated in the Written
Pledge before applying for GS.
By applying, you pledge to comply with the followings listed on page 3 and page 5:
1. You must have a passport with expiration date that meets the following conditions (to be
uploaded when applying for the course):
% Students are required to check the regulations below frequently, as it may change on a short
notice.
XIf you have a dual-nationality, please be sure to check it and declare it.
@ Japanese, Korean, and Singaporean nationals: Passports should be valid for about 1 month
from the return date from short-term study abroad.
® Chinese nationals: Passports should be valid for at least 6 months from the return date from
short-term study abroad.
® For nationalities other than the above, please check your passport’s expiration date and apply
for a new one if needed.
2. If you have a residence card, upload the copy of it when applying for this course.
3. You must obtain a visa required by the Host Country.
XIf the destination is the U.S. and your nationality qualifies for the Visa Waiver Program, you
are required to obtain an ESTA.
XThe type of visa to be obtained will depend on your nationality. The student will be
responsible for completing the procedures and paying the costs involved in obtaining a visa.

X Depending on your history of traveling abroad, you may not be able to enter a country using
ESTA, etc., even when visa exemptions apply, and you may be required to obtain a visa instead.

% Even if you have been accepted by a Host Institution, you may not be able to travel when you

cannot obtain a visa. If this occurs, you will be responsible for paying any cancellation fees, etc.
If you have a pre-existing medical condition or are receiving outpatient care, please confirm with
your doctor that you are able to travel before applying. If a medical certificate in English, a
prescription or a separate written pledge is required by the Faculty or Host Institution, please
submit it as soon as possible.

You must obtain the overseas travel insurance specified by the university.

*Personal insurance such as credit card insurance is not acceptable.

The program may be cancelled if the university deems it necessary to cancel the overseas travel
due to worsening of the infection situation or government policy.

In the event of cancellation, the student and his/her guarantor will be responsible for all
expenses occurred.

Cancellation after application is not allowed, and fees shall be applied from the time of
application. However, if the timetable of GS course overlaps with a compulsory course, the
compulsory course will be given priority and the GS course will be automatically canceled;
therefore, no cancellation fee will be incurred.

From the time you leave Japan until your return to Japan, you must travel as part of a group,
and you must not travel to another region or country during that period.

You must understand and comply with the other items listed in the Written Pledge.

*You will be required to submit a separate Written Pledge (the guarantor’s signature is required).

You must attend the "Risk Management Seminar" conducted by Chuo University.

*The seminar will be conducted by the insurance company specified by university from which
you are required to obtain insurance. During the seminar, you will be provided with information
on the details of the insurance policy and ways of avoiding risks while abroad.

Students can earn credits by completing both @ and @ as below:
®Classes during the spring semester: once a week
*The timetable varies depending on the program.

@Training program during the summer vacation:
Travel to the country where the host institution is located and take a course at the host institution
(in principle, no chaperon accompanies the group).
*Students will be assigned to a host institution after the application (refer to p.9).

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4. Guide of English Proficiency
Only the Washington DC Internship Program has the language criterion. (See P.24)
Although particularly high level of English is not required, the program schedule includes seminars
and MOOC lectures given by experts from international organizations and young entrepreneurs,
thus, students are often asked to communicate in English.

5. Obligation-Compliance

® Please understand and abide by the terms and conditions described in "2) Application,
Requirements and Compliance" (p. 3).
®In all programs, students must attend both the classes during the spring semester and the training
during the summer vacation. Participation only in spring semester classes or only in the training is
not allowed (otherwise, no credit will be awarded).
® Please ensure that you pay the GS program fees and other expenses by the specified date.
*Students who withdraw or are expelled from Chuo University are required to pay any expenses
incurred during enrollment in Chuo University by the specified date, as requested by the Faculty of
Global Management, the host institution or travel agents.

6. Handling of Personal Information

The Faculty only collects and provides students' personal information that is necessary for them to
participate in the course, as requested by the host institution and travel agents. In addition, any
incidents (illness, etc.) that occur during the training will be shared between the Faculty, the host
institution, and the travel agents. By registering for this course, students will be deemed to have
agreed to our handling of their personal information. We take the utmost care in handling personal
information, complying with the law and the university's academic regulations.

7. Precautions

@ As a rule, students cannot cancel their GS registration after completing the application.

@ If the timetable overlaps with a compulsory course, the compulsory course will take priority
and you will not be registered for the GS course.

@ As a general rule, participation in GS cannot be canceled (including the training) after registration.
Even in case of course cancellation due to unavoidable reasons such as sickness or family
emergencies, a grade of [F] will be given. The student or guarantor is responsible for all costs
incurred due to the cancellation.

@ During the period of training program, Chuo University, the Faculty of Global Management, or the
host institution may determine that the cancellation of the program is appropriate due to
unavoidable circumstances at the host institutions, changes in situation in Japan or in destination
countries, terrorism, and pandemics (COVID-19 or other infectious diseases) and other factors. In
such cases, whether or not you will be reimbursed for the program fees and other expenses will
be decided through discussions among the University or the Faculty, the host institutions, and
travel agents.

@ If the student’s participation in GS is cancelled due to unavoidable circumstances (e.g., injury or
illness) at the discretion of the student and the guarantor, the student and the student’s guarantor
will be responsible for the necessary procedures and costs associated with the cancellation.
