Graduate School of Science and Engineering of Chuo University conducts a Research Student system
for international students whom stay in Japan or will move to Japan. Those students can use facilities
of our university for the purpose of their research.

1. Research Environment
(1) Research Student can use facilities at Korakuen Campus of Chuo University.
*Library, IT Center, Co-op, Cafeterias etc.
(2) Research Student can belong to a laboratory.
*The contents of research and guidance vary depending on laboratories.
(3) Research Student can take Japanese courses for international students.
(To be announced)

2. Application Requirements
Those who satisfy the requirements below as of the acceptance.
(1) Those who have citizenship except for Japanese citizenship.
(2) Those who have a bachelor’s degree of foreign universities other than Japanese Universities or
any other person equivalent to the persons who have bachelor’s degree.
NOTE: Those who haven’t obtained a degree need to take an individual qualifying examination.

3. Starting Date of Application
Starting Date of Application: In general, 1st April and 1st October (Negotiable)

4. Period of Acceptance
Period of Acceptance: 3, 6, 9, or 12 months
NOTE: A school year ends on 31st March.

5.  Number of Students to be admitted
A few people: Only those who have been accepted by your preferred supervising professor.

6. Application Documents

(1) | Application Documents (prescribed form)

(2) | Research Proposal (prescribed form) : Please make it short and clear, and
submit a A4 one page proposal.

(3) | Recommendation Letter (prescribed form) : It is desirable that a recommender
knows applicant’s progress of research (e.g. a professor at
the applicant's most recent institution where their degree
was earned.). However, a teacher at Japanese school or a
professor at Chuo University are acceptable.

(4) | Declaration and Certification of (prescribed form) : A guarantor is a person who lives in
Finances Japan and sets up an independent living arrangement.

(5) | Certificate of University Either Japanese or English. If other languages, attach a
Graduation/ Degree and translation certified by an appropriate authority such as
Transcript of University an embassy. Only original is acceptable.

* If you wish to return the original, submit the following




documents together with the original.

+ Copy of the certificate

+ Return envelope with stamps
* If an applicant has not obtained a degree, an individual
qualifying examination is required.

(6) | Certificate of Japanese or English | A test score for the Japanese-Language Proficiency Test
Proficiency given by the Japanese Education Exchanges and Services
or “Examination for Japanese University Admission for
International Students “given by the Japan Student
Services Organization. A TOEIC or TOEFL official score.
* If you cannot submit all of these documents, please
contact us.
* Some laboratories may have language requirements.
Please make sure to check the requirements of the
laboratory you wish to enter.

(7) | Acopy of either a resident card, a | A copy of the page showing your name, date of birth,
passport, a certificate of a special | photograph, issuing institution, expiration date, status of
permanent resident residence, and latest period of stay.

(8) | Other Documents Required by

Deadline for Application Documents

Wish to enroll from April, 2026 - - - 7th January, 2026

Wish to enroll from July, 2026 + + + 3rd April, 2026

Wish to enroll from October, 2026 - - - 5th June, 2026

Wish to enroll from January, 2027 + + - 25th September, 2026

NOTE: Please mail the application documents by registered mail. Postmark valid on the last day of
the application period. If you bring it, the office will be opened from 10am to 5pm.

2weeks earlier than the deadline shown. Besides, please attach an Individual Qualifying

Returning Original Certificates

If you wish to have your original certificates and transcripts of external examinations returned,

please submit the following documents together with the original certificates.

(1) Request for return of original certificates (prescribed form)

(2) Photocopies of the certificates you wish to return

(3) Stamped return envelope (not required if you submit the application documents at the
counter)

Application Process

(1) Check requirements suggested by laboratories on the website.
If you fulfill, follow as below.

(3) Judge by an advisor
If you pass, follow as below.

(4) Deliberation by a committee

(5) Submit application documents for tuition reduction (If needed)

(6) Deliberation by a committee

(7) Certificate of Entrance Permission, Application for visa

(8) Admission (A research student card will be issued.)

Selection Method/ Criteria
Screening of application documents
NOTE: no need testing fees

Tuition (based on 2025)

Registration Fee: ¥20,000 (need to pay only the first year)

Instruction Fee : ¥1,060,000 (12 months) (Depends on the period of attendance)
NOTE: Tuition depends on the period of acceptance and a fiscal year.

NOTE: Only lump-sum payment is acceptable

NOTE: Tuition fees cannot be returned whatever reasons you may have.

Exemption of the Tuition fee

Graduate School of Science and Engineering of Chuo University has a system of the exemption of
the tuition fee for research students, according to the economic gap between Japan and the country
where they are from.

The research students allowed to apply for this system if they are permitted by the committee.

If you would like to apply to the exemption of tuition fee, please declare your intention by circle
“Apply” or “Not Apply” in the box on the application document.

(4) Notification of Examination Results
The screening results will be sent by the application start date.

Certificate of Entrance Permission

(1) After a committee approved your acceptance, a transfer slip will be issued. Certificate of
Entrance Permission will be issued after your payment is affirmed.

(2) One certificate of entrance permission is free. If you want additional ones, one for ¥300.

Handling of Personal Information

At Chuo University, names, addresses, and other personal information belonging to the applicant
which has been gathered through application documents will be managed strictly under the "Chuo
University Regulations for Protection of Personal Information" and the "Chuo University Policy for
Protection of Personal Information." Personal information will not be used for any purpose other
than (1) conducting the entrance exam (processing of applications and selections), (2) results
announcement, (3) admission procedures, and (4) statistical processing. Some of the above personal
information will be handled by a third-party contractor. The contracted organization will sign a
non-disclosure agreement with the university to control the safe management of personal
information.

NOTE

The number of students who can be accepted into the Graduate School of Science and Engineering
varies according to field of research and the faculty advisors able to supervise them. Before
applying prospective applicants must contact the faculty advisor under whom they wish to study to
receive that faculty advisor’s permission.

(1) To have been accepted as a research student does not necessarily mean you can obtain a visa.
(2) An Immigration Services Bureau has a responsibility for visa application procedure, thus
Chuo University won't take any responsible such as cancellation fees of flight tickets in the
case when they delay to issue a visa or they don’t permit your residence.
